Ten years ago, on the morning
of September 11th, 2001, our
family was gathered in Derby
celebrating my 60th birthday.
Our daughter Cathy Thurston,
her husband Steve and baby
Hazel had come from
Arlington, Virginia and our son,
from Los Angeles. Suddenly,
everything changed. | was
teaching a class at Wichita
State, but | stopped in mid -air
as people began coming in to
watch on the television in the
room what was happening half
a continent away. By the time

| called home, Steve knew that
his brother -in-law, who usually
worked in the Twin Towers
was safe, but that event
started a downward spiral that
ended in
ago. Cathy had been working
in the wing of the Pentagon
that took the direct hit from
the airplane. Her former co -

be working that morning,
overslept, but other friends
were sprayed by jet fuel that
came through the wall or took
a traumatized survivor home to
help him find the people in his
unit.

All of us know where we were
on September 11, 2001. All of
us know stories of loss and
survival. And we are keenly
aware of the changes in our
country and our own lives.
Around the world, thousand of
lives have been lost in wars
and terrorist attacks. The unity
that we felt in the months
after the attack on the Twin
Towers has collapsed into
rancor and intransigence that
has paralyzed our government.
