piano on her own and 

wrote some music - 

she played so much 

that her mother was  

sometimes impatient 

for her to finish.

As the 

smallest member of 

the low brass line 

playing the second-

largest brass 

instrument, she earned 

a marching band 

nickname that she will 

share in exchange for 

a generous portion of 

dark chocolate. 

She started college as 

a music major playing 

euphonium, but she 

says she was put off of 

music at that time by 

the band directorôs 

choice of some 

contemporary music 

she didnôt understand. 

She wasnôt finished 

with music, however, 

and went on to play  

 

continued on next page 



English in Springfield, 

IL. While in St. Louis for 

a visit, she stopped in a 

pawn shop to look for a 

cheap trombone and 

discovered a 

professional-quality 

euphonium that she 

ended up taking back to 

Springfield (along with 

said trombone.) 

She joined a 

Springfield-based brass 

band that specialized in 

Civil War era music and 

traveled with them to 

Cincinnati, OH, and 

Keokuk, IA, for 

performances before 

the group dissolved.  

Last summer, she 

played with a municipal 

band near Springfield 

and did a Mozart solo 

with the band at the end 

of  the summer. 

This fall Elizabeth is 

keeping in practice by 

playing with the band at 

the university where she 

teaches and playing at 

church occasionally. In 

December she will be 

performing with the St. 

Louis Low Brass 

Collective and hopes 

her schedule eventually 

allows her to play with 

the Brass Band of 

Central Illinois. She also 

French horn in the 

Marine Corps and then 

with college bands while 

working on her degrees 

in English.  

Later she took up flute 

and played with a 

popular St. Louis-area 

community band. She 

began to wonder a 

couple of years ago, 

though, if she could 

euphonium again. In 

June of 2010, Elizabeth 

moved to Colorado to 

stay with family in 

Bailey while looking for 

a job, and she began 

attending Deer Park 

UMC.  

It must have been fate 

that the church had a 

baritone for her to 

borrow, and she started 

to play and sing with 

ensembles at Deer Park 

in August. She found a 

vintage baritone at a 

music shop in Denver 

shortly after that. She 

also discovered that her 

momôs dogs sometimes 

like to sing along with 

her playing.

Dear Friends, 

Weõve had the most 

spectacular fall in 

memory here in the 

Heartland. Indian 

Summer has lasted a 

month this year and it 

is fast coming to an 

end. The long-range 

forecast for winter is 

colder than usual with 

more snow than usual, 

a lot like the winter 

forecast for Deer Park. 

I donõt remember 

canceling Worship even 

once during the years I 

was with you. There 

were memorable 

snowstorms and power 

outages, but we always 

managed to worship 

together on the 

Sabbath. It is with 

great joy that I 

remember the people 

of Deer Park, banding 

together with Risen 

Lord Lutheran and 

Platte Canyon 

Community Churches, 

and getting the pantry 

built out and stocked in 

time for Thanksgiving 

and the economic 

recession of a lifetime.  

There is a food 

pantry here in 

Monroe, too, 

that was 

organized by 

area churches 

decades ago. 

Like Deer Park, 

volunteers here have 

seen many a family 

through a crisis and 

helped them get back 

on their feet. The 

critical need we now 

face is affordable 

housing and shelter for 

homeless families in 

the area -- there is no 

shelter within 50 miles. 

Families are put on a 

waiting list for 

temporary lodging at a 

motel; in the 

meantime, they fend 

for themselves.  

After years of serious 

study and with much 

trepidation, leaders of 

area churches have 

decided to band 

together this year, as 

they did years ago for 

the food pantry, and 

offer shelter for 

homeless families. 

Weõre called the 

Interfaith Hospitality 

Network, and it is a 

program of FAMILY 

PROMISE, a national 

non-profit organization 

committed to helping 

low-income families 

achieve lasting 

independence. Twelve 

churches have agreed 

to shelter 3 -5 homeless 

families, each for a 

week at a time, and 

another 7 churches will 

help with volunteers, 

food, and money.  

This is an enormous 

undertaking, by far the 

largest ever 

considered, and for 

many people, it is 

downright scary. It 

means seeing beyond 

stereotypes and putting 

human faces on the 

tragedy of 

homelessness, learning 

peopleõs names, and 

erasing division which 

foster an òusó and 

òthemó. It means 

understanding that our 

guests are going 

through what may be 

the most severe crisis 

of their lives and 

respecting the need for 

space and privacy. It 

means overcoming the 

normal tendency to 

judge, criticize, and 

proselytize our own 

beliefs. It means 

inviting guests to use 

our churches as their 

temporary home and 

performing small acts 

of kindness that make a 

difference in peopleõs 

lives. It means 
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becoming adept at 

listening, respecting 

privacy, focusing on 

peopleõs strengths, and 

understanding our own 

limits. Our first guest 

families arrive at St. 

Johnõs on Nov. 9 and 

the excitement is 

building. With the 

other volunteers, Iõm 

at work making 

blankets and planning 

dinners. 

Where weõre going, it 

takes all of us to get 

there. Everyone is 

welcome, no 

exceptions. (Gosh, it 

feels good to say this 

again!) Transformation 

is once again coming to 

this village where I now 

live, way beyond 

anything we could 

possible imagine. Just 

as it keeps coming to 

the village church of 

my heart.  

I pray for you 

constantly and hold you 

ever so close.
